For the 2024 edition, THE MUSIC CHAMBER presents two installations which, each in their 
own way, consider modes of perception and transmission across visual and auditory categories. 
One project explores what codes and algorithms 'hear', while the other tunes in to the chatter 
of society from an age-fluid perspective. 
 
With TEMPLEXTURES D (2022), the artist Florian Hecker draws upon current research in 
machine listening to stage the deployment of virtual listening agents in order to make audible 
their “intelligence signature, the signal trace of their nonhuman brain-ear”*. Consisting of 
a vast dictionary of sonic material produced with a novel algorithm for texture synthesis, 
the single-channel, computer-generated sound piece is set against a backdrop of functional 
acoustic wall panels, and diffused through an industrial column array-loudspeaker system, 
which segments the signal into two differently directed acoustic beams. A sequencing logic 
transforms this database of auditory similarities and perpetual differences into the audible 
stream of an individual séance commencing at every full hour.
 
FIELD NOTES FROM THE EUROZONE (2023) is an installation based on the book Eusocia-
lity in the EU, a collaboration between Otto Canell Watkins (10) and Robin Watkins (42). It is a 
book about ants and their habitats, or perhaps more so about humans and their habits, which 
lends an age-fluid voice to various contents of the European continent. As the world trans-
formed during the eight years it took to complete, subjects grew and angles changed, and the 
book took on a form as disorderly as life itself. Part allegory, part nonsense, and using play as 
an essential driver, this fable-esque jumble attempts to reflect on community beyond society 
– with a little help from a lot of sugar. For this occasion, the book becomes a score for a free-
form audioguide using voice, improvisation and found sounds, leading the visitors through the 
field notes and artefacts that are on display.

Drawing inspiration from exhibition devices popular in the 19th century at world fairs or shopping  
galleries, "artgenève/sur-mesure" reinvents the concept of a fair by adopting the atmosphere of a funfair. 
The selected large artworks explore the theme of amusement parks, featuring depictions of carousels,  
slides, trompe-l'oeil panoramas, and go karts. Extraterrestrials and characters from fairy tales such as 
Snow White also make appearances. However, beyond the playful aspect, the artists express political or 
feminist positions related to contemporary society through the choice of these artworks.

metapanorama I, II & III is a stand-alone part of 
the Alienarium 5 installation, presented by the 
artist at London's Serpentine Gallery in 2022.
The triptych is taken from a panorama in the form 
of a trompe-l'oeil circular collage; it envisages an 
interconnected meeting between humans, aliens 
and non-humans that takes place on a satellite 
close to Earth.
It is an utopian space that depicts a peaceful 
coexistence, quite different from the normal 
representations of violent or dominating relati-
onships that populate science fiction. Within this 
ideal “city” are themes closest to the artist’s heart: 
an exploration of past and future eras, intellectual 
movements, behaviour and identity. Dominique 
Gonzalez-Foerster creates environments in which 
her pantheon is intertwined with various referen-
ces: literature with feminist Annie Besant, archi-
tecture with Steiner's Goetheanum, art with Alfred 
Kubin and Emma Kunz, in addition to political 
ideas surrounding the concept of anti-war demons-
trations. In Dominique Gonzalez-Foerster’s own 
words: “if aliens were to arrive right now, Earth as 
we know it would completely change.”

This sculpture – the first to be created by the 
artist – was showcased at his solo exhibition, which 
took place at the Semiose Gallery in 2022 and was 
entitled Nine Lives. The name of the exhibition is 
in reference to the myth that cats have numerous 
lives and this piece is named after the last of them: 
Ninth Life. The slide is inspired by the feline form; 
a recurring figure in the artist's work, it is chosen 
for its popularity in videos that go viral on social 
networks.
Oli Epp's work, which primarily focuses on pain-
ting, handles themes connected to tragicomic 
aspects of life and their complexity in this digital 
age. The artist believes that consumerism, enter-
tainment and an overconsumption of images can 
result in addiction and anxiety. Each visitor is 
invited to make use of and play with the cat-slide, 
which cuts a slightly distressing figure imbued with 
a sado-masochistic aesthetic.
This is how the audience become actors and 
stakeholders in the work, transforming it into a 
playground within a space that is first and foremost 
artistic.

This collection of colour-filled canvases and buggy 
were specifically created for the artist's 2022 solo 
exhibition at Frac Normandie, which was called 
Spook Rock Road (Kasino-Kut). This was a refe-
rence to a road in the USA that is home to various 
mythological rocks important to Native American 
culture.
The painting Mexico Set is composed of 19 
monochrome acrylic panels in bright colours. 
Put together in a modular fashion, they evoke 
an environment that is reminiscent of the outer 
reaches of a racing track. The colours themselves 
draw inspiration from the chromatic palette used 
in comic strips from the 1960s and 1970s.
The buggy, which is called Obut (Indiana), is an 
all-terrain vehicle decorated with parasols and pro-
udly bearing the name of the state in the south of 
the USA where the famous Indianapolis racetrack 
can be found. The artist also sees the buggy as a 
form of three-dimensional painting, explaining it 
as follows: “I liked to have the 2 systems of pain-
ting overlap, as a counterpoint – they complement 
each other”.
 
Blair Thurman has developed a fascination for the 
world of the automobile. Woven throughout his 
work that sits at the crossroads of geometrical abs-
traction of the 1950s and 1960s, Pop Art and “Ame-
ricana”, he puts forwards expressions of American 
folk and vernacular popular culture.

Since the 1960s, Paul McCarthy has been look-
ing into taboos and archetypes within American 
popular culture. Coloured with both humour and 
sarcasm, the focus of his work lies in the repressed 
psychological implications of cultural representa-
tions of the American dream.
 
White Snow Dwarf, Grumpy is a portrait of Grum-
py, one of the seven dwarfs in Snow White and the 
Seven Dwarfs. This sculpture is part of a series of 
works that feature a number of characters to be 
found in the fairy tales of the Brothers Grimm, an 
iconic symbol of the Walt Disney empire. By chan-
ging and distorting Grumpy's face to the point of 
grotesqueness, McCarthy presents a critique of the 
superficiality of mass culture and consumerism. He 
also puts forward a challenge to Disney’s idealised 
notions of an innocent childhood.
McCarthy's subversive works look to deconstruct 
symbols that are familiar to us, instead revealing 
darker and increasingly complex facets of our soci-
ety of spectacle and the human psyche.
For McCarthy, nightmares are often the true en-
ding to fairy tales, while entertainment in the vein 
of a Disneyland theme park is often solely for the 
purpose of achieving economic ends.

This imposing textile work hung from the ceiling 
was created in 2020 for the inauguration of the 
Mass Art Museum in Boston. Forming part of a se-
ries developed by the artist over the last fifteen ye-
ars, it is called Valkyrie in honour of the goddesses 
of Norse mythology. Valkyrie Mumbet pays tribute 
to Elizabeth Mumbet Freeman, who was the first 
African-American slave to win a legal battle in 1781 
that secured her freedom.
Moving beyond the playful, colourful and sparkling 
appearance, this work makes direct references to 
the colonialist history of Portugal and the African 
slave trade to Brazil. As well as embroidery, lace, 
crochet and pompoms, the sculpture is created 
using capulana, a fabric used by women in Moz-
ambique, a former Portuguese colony that was the 
birthplace of the artist's parents. For the artist, 
these capulanas are the perfect illustration of the 
fluidity of cultures, reflecting a complex history 
that is interwoven with cultural exchanges that 
span both continents and centuries.
This work also forms part of a quest to discover 
traditionally feminine craft techniques, delving 
into personal and collective stories of women's 
history. In the eyes of the artist, Valkyrie Mumbet 
is a symbol of freedom, representing the capacity 
of women to change their own lives by their very 
actions.
